What is This “third” Inukshuk
You know the story….the mysterious stone figures known as inuksuit can be found throughout the circumpolar world. The word means "in the likeness of a human" in the Inuit language. They are monuments made of unworked stones that are used by the Inuit for communication and survival. The traditional meaning of the Inukshuk is "You are on the right path.” These sculptural forms are among the oldest and most important objects placed by humans upon the vast Arctic landscape.  Symbolic of  an unselfish nomadic people, they were built by the Inuit as guideposts to make the way easier and safer for those who follow in a featureless and forbidding landscape.
 In the world we live in today, you are the guide to those who follow you.  This is part of your being a leader. Survival, safe transitions, creative solutions, purpose, awareness, respect for the land, an ability to renew Spirit and find one’s way as you have for me, and for lots of other LLF ’ers —these are the traditional values of the Inuit. And they were never in more demand than they are, now, in business and service environments. 
An Inukshuk can be small or large, a single rock, several rocks balanced on each other.  Built from whatever stones are at hand, each one is unique. This one is very small. Would fit in your pocket. I hope it does in many of the days now, on your way to your 81st birthday.  and beyond. Three of the stones are from hikes around phoenix & one is from here, cape cod
It represents who you are…the uniqueness you bring to your role. It’s a representation of your purpose to providing direction, communicating your message to help guide, lead and share knowledge, that will make the way safer and easier for the any who follow.  It also forms the direction that you will give and your guidance to the future.   You would be amazed by the people you touch. I can attest to it…….being one. 
Any Inukshuk is the result of a consensus of purpose, of focused action. Each stone supports the one above it and is supported by the one below it. Together, the stones achieve strength through unity. This collaboration achieves greater success than individuals usually do. The Inukshuk stands for the importance of friendship and reminds us of our dependence on one another
